One Square Meal:

Several members of TUMC join together with other members
of the community to provide meals to the homeless and
disadvantaged on Public Square in Wilkes Barre. Our group
prepares and serves meals on the second Saturday of each
month. Also offered to those in need have been health kits,
blankets, clothing and outerwear. Literature sharing the Lord’s
message is provided. The men and women who frequent the
Square Meals look forward to the meals and provisions, as well
as the interaction with those who provide them.

My Brother’s Keeper Mission Project

Individuals and groups throughout the area desiring to help the
homeless make simple sleeping bags (also known as Ugly
Quilts) from recycled fabrics and distribute them to those in
need. The purpose of the mission is to help the homeless stay
warm until they can be helped or healed by others in our
society. Our group at TUMC usually meets on Thursdays from
10:00 a.m. until Noon. You do not need sewing skills to
participate! The Ugly Quilts are made by layering materials and
attaching them using simple hand stitching and knots. We also
include a pillowcase and a kit containing personal hygiene
supplies with each quilt. During 2017, over 60 quilts were
distributed to those in need, mostly at the Rescue Mission
events. Approximately 18 quilts were sent to the Rescue
Mission in February 2018.

If you are interested in helping out with assembling the quilts,
call Martha Jones. If you can’t attend the work sessions but
would like to assist with the project, the following items are

needed:

Nurture and Care

Our Nurture and Care Team work is in full swing as
we begin the New Year! A well-attended team
meeting was held on January 20, 2018, where many
great ideas were generated and enthusiasm ignited
to serve the Lord as we reach inwardly, providing
care ministries to our church family.

Ongoing Care projects continue with the Card
Ministry, Care Boxes, Welcome Bags, Care Partner
Visits, Flower Distributions, Meadows Communion
Services, Prayer Shawls, Frozen Meals, and
Discretionary Giving. In addition, a few
enhancements to current ministries, as well as new
initiatives, are in the works.

Enhancements to current ministries include:

The addition of Care Boxes for the Military to the
Care Box Ministry

A sub-committee to coordinate and oversee Special
Visits to members facing medical or other challenges

A sub-committee to oversee the Frozen Meals
Ministry

New initiatives include the addition of a Funeral
Lunch and Special Event Meals subcommittee under
the umbrella of the Care Team

A Grief Ministry subcommittee to once again be a
part of the Care Team, and the addition of an
Assimilation Ministry to provide encouragement and
support to families new to the church. At present,
formation of the Assimilation Ministry is in
discussion with the pastors and lay leadership.

Special Visits:
Every so often the Care Team elects to visit someone in our fellowship who had surgery or a hospital stay, suffered a
recent health issue / diagnosis, or maybe lost a loved one. We sometimes take a shawl, or altar flowers when available,
or a meal or two where appropriate. Perhaps it is just a brief time to hold a hand or offer a few words of
encouragement. Most importantly it is a time to let the person know that the church is thinking of them. Many times
the church office or others from our church family are aware of such situations as they arise. Chairperson(s) of Special
Visits would be contacted, who would arrange for one or two volunteers from the Care Team to make a visit. Special
Visits would also coordinate delivery of altar flowers which are designated for giving. Special Visits would keep an eye
on the inventory of prayer shawls and frozen meals to be aware of availability.

Care Team Frozen Meals:

These meals are provided during Special Visits as described above, or taken by members of the church family to those
in need. Chairpersons of this ministry would help coordinate meal preparation, oversee the donations of meals, be sure
inventory of meals is rotated, and monitor the supply of meals so that arrangements can be made to replenish as
needed.

Prayerfully consider serving in one or both of these ministries. It is possible that these two subcommittees, which are
interrelated, could be combined. The leadership team is available for further discussion of these volunteer
opportunities or other thoughts on any of the Nurture and Care Team ministries.
